A reading from the Acts 
of the Apostles

When the time for Pentecost was ful-
filled, they were all in one place together. 
And suddenly there came from the sky 
a noise like a strong driving wind, and it 
filled the entire house in which they were. 
Then there appeared to them tongues as 
of fire, which parted and came to rest 
on each one of them. And they were all 
filled with the holy Spirit and began to 
speak in different tongues, as the Spirit 
enabled them to proclaim.
Now there were devout Jews from every 
nation under heaven staying in Jerusa-
lem. At this sound, they gathered in a 
large crowd, but they were confused be-
cause each one heard them speaking in 



his own language. They were astound-
ed, and in amazement they asked, “Are 
not all these people who are speaking 
Galileans? Then how does each of us 
hear them in his own native language? 
We are Parthians, Medes, and Elamites, 
inhabitants of Mesopotamia, Judea and 
Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia 
and Pamphylia, Egypt and the districts 
of Libya near Cyrene, as well as travelers 
from Rome, both Jews and converts to 
Judaism, Cretans and Arabs, yet we hear 
them speaking in our own tongues of the 
mighty acts of God.”

Second Reading (Epistle)
1 Cor 12: 1-11

A reading from the First Letter 
of Saint Paul to the Corinthians

Now in regard to spiritual gifts, brothers, 
I do not want you to be unaware. You 
know how, when you were pagans, you 
were constantly attracted and led away to 
mute idols. Therefore, I tell you that no-
body speaking by the spirit of God says, 
“Jesus be accursed.” And no one can say, 
“Jesus is Lord,” except by the holy Spirit. 
There are different kinds of spiritual gifts 
but the same Spirit; there are different 
forms of service but the same Lord; there 



are different workings but the same God 
who produces all of them in everyone. To 
each individual the manifestation of the 
Spirit is given for some benefit. To one 
is given through the Spirit the expression 
of wisdom; to another the expression of 
knowledge according to the same Spirit; 
to another faith by the same Spirit; to an-
other gifts of healing by the one Spirit; to 
another mighty deeds; to another proph-
ecy; to another discernment of spirits; to 
another varieties of tongues; to another 
interpretation of tongues. But one and 
the same Spirit produces all of these, dis-
tributing them individually to each per-
son as he wishes.

Jn 14: 15-20

A reading of the holy Gospel 
according to John

At that time. Jesus said to the disciples, 
“If you love me, you will keep my com-
mandments. And I will ask the Father, and 
he will give you another Advocate to be 
with you always, the Spirit of truth, which 
the world cannot accept, because it nei-
ther sees nor knows it. But you know it, 
because it remains with you, and will be 
in you. I will not leave you orphans; I will 
come to you. In a little while the world 
will no longer see me, but you will see 
me, because I live and you will live. On 
that day you will realize that I am in my 
Father and you are in me and I in you.”

THE LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST

In the Ambrosian Liturgy the Rite of peace comes before 
the offertory (presentation of the gifts), according to the 
teaching of Our Lord: «If you bring your gift to the altar, 
and there recall that your brother has anything against 
you, leave your gift there at the altar, go first and be rec-
onciled with your brother, and then come and offer your 
gift» (Matthew 5: 23-24). The Creed follows the offertory.

The Profession of Faith

I believe in one God, the Father almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, of all things 
visible and invisible.
I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the 
Only Begotten Son of God, born of the 
Father before all ages. God from God, 
Light from Light, true God from true God, 
begotten, not made, consubstantial with 
the Father; through him all things were 
made.
For us men and for our salvation he came 
down from heaven, and by the Holy Spir-
it was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and 
became man.



For our sake he was crucified under Pon-
tius Pilate, he suffered death and was 
buried, and rose again on the third day 
in accordance with the Scriptures.
He ascended into heaven and is seated 
at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the 
living and the dead and his kingdom will 
have no end.
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the 
giver of life, who proceeds from the Fa-
ther and the Son, who with the Father 
and the Son is adored and glorified, who 
has spoken through the prophets.
I believe in one, holy, catholic and apos-
tolic Church. I confess one Baptism for 
the forgiveness of sins and I look forward 
to the resurrection of the dead and the 
life of the world to come. Amen.
