A reading from the Acts
of the Apostles

In those days. The community of believ-
ers was of one heart and mind, and no
one claimed that any of his possessions
was his own, but they had everything in
common. With great power the apostles
bore witness to the resurrection of the
Lord Jesus, and great favor was accord-
ed them all. There was no needy person
among them, for those who owned prop-
erty or houses would sell them, bring the
proceeds of the sale, and put them at the
feet of the apostles, and they were dis-
tributed to each according to need.

Thus Joseph, also named by the apos-
tles Barnabas (which is translated “son
of encouragement”), a Levite, a Cypriot



by birth, sold a piece of property that he
owned, then brought the money and put
it at the feet of the apostles.

If I speak in human and angelic tongues
but do not have love, | am a resound-
ing gong or a clashing cymbal. And if |
have the gift of prophecy and compre-
hend all mysteries and all knowledge; if
| have all faith so as to move mountains
but do not have love, | am nothing. If |
give away everything | own, and if | hand
my body over so that | may boast but do
not have love, | gain nothing.

In the Ambrosian Liturgy the Rite of peace comes before
the offertory (presentation of the gifts), according to the
teaching of Our Lord: «If you bring your gift to the altar,
and there recall that your brother has anything against
you, leave your gift there at the altar, go first and be rec-
onciled with your brother, and then come and offer your
gift» (Matthew 5: 23-24). The Creed follows the offertory.

| believe in one God, the Father almighty,
maker of heaven and earth, of all things
visible and invisible.

| believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the
Only Begotten Son of God, born of the
Father before all ages. God from God,
Light from Light, true God from true God,
begotten, not made, consubstantial with
the Father; through him all things were
made.

For us men and for our salvation he came
down from heaven, and by the Holy Spir-
it was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and
became man.



For our sake he was crucified under Pon-
tius Pilate, he suffered death and was
buried, and rose again on the third day
in accordance with the Scriptures.

He will come again in glory to judge the
living and the dead and his kingdom will
have no end.
