There were flashes of lightning, rum-
blings, and peals of thunder, an earth-
quake, and a violent hailstorm. 
A great sign appeared in the sky, a wom-
an clothed with the sun, with the moon 
under her feet, and on her head a crown 
of twelve stars. She was with child and 
wailed aloud in pain as she labored to 
give birth. Then another sign appeared in 
the sky; it was a huge red dragon, with 
seven heads and ten horns, and on its 
heads were seven diadems. Its tail swept 
away a third of the stars in the sky and 



Then the 
dragon stood before the woman about 
to give birth, to devour her child when 
she gave birth.

For since death came 
through a human being, the resurrection 
of the dead came also through a human 
being. For just as in Adam all die, so too 
in Christ shall all be brought to life, but 
each one in proper order: Christ the first-
fruits; then, at his coming, those who be-
long to Christ; then comes the end, when 
he hands over the kingdom to his God 
and Father, when he has destroyed every 
sovereignty and every authority and pow-
er. For he must reign until he has put all 
his enemies under his feet.

A reading of the holy Gospel 
according to Luke

During those days Mary set out and trav-
eled to the hill country in haste to a town 
of Judah, where she entered the house of 
Zechariah and greeted Elizabeth. When 
Elizabeth heard Mary’s greeting, the in-
fant leaped in her womb, and Elizabeth, 
filled with the holy Spirit, cried out in a 
loud voice and said, “Most blessed are 
you among women, and blessed is the 
fruit of your womb. And how does this 
happen to me, that the mother of my 
Lord should come to me? For at the mo-
ment the sound of your greeting reached 
my ears, the infant in my womb leaped 
for joy. Blessed are you who believed 
that what was spoken to you by the Lord 
would be fulfilled.” And Mary said: “My 
soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord; 



my spirit rejoices in God my savior. For 
he has looked upon his handmaid’s low-
liness; behold, from now on will all ages 
call me blessed.

THE LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST

In the Ambrosian Liturgy the Rite of peace comes before 
the offertory (presentation of the gifts), according to the 
teaching of Our Lord: «If you bring your gift to the altar, 
and there recall that your brother has anything against 
you, leave your gift there at the altar, go first and be rec-
onciled with your brother, and then come and offer your 
gift» (Matthew 5: 23-24). The Creed follows the offertory.

The Profession of Faith

I believe in one God, the Father almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, of all things 
visible and invisible.
I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the 
Only Begotten Son of God, born of the 
Father before all ages. God from God, 
Light from Light, true God from true God, 
begotten, not made, consubstantial with 
the Father; through him all things were 
made.
For us men and for our salvation he came 
down from heaven, and by the Holy Spir-
it was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and 
became man.



For our sake he was crucified under Pon-
tius Pilate, he suffered death and was 
buried, and rose again on the third day 
in accordance with the Scriptures.
He ascended into heaven and is seated 
at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the 
living and the dead and his kingdom will 
have no end.
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the 
giver of life, who proceeds from the Fa-
ther and the Son, who with the Father 
and the Son is adored and glorified, who 
has spoken through the prophets.
I believe in one, holy, catholic and apos-
tolic Church. I confess one Baptism for 
the forgiveness of sins and I look forward 
to the resurrection of the dead and the 
life of the world to come. Amen.
