Ambrosian Rite

taken from the Ambrosian Lectionary.

THE LITURGY OF THE WORD

First Reading
Acts 19: 1b-7

A reading from the Acts 
of the Apostles

In those days, Paul traveled through the 
interior of the country and came down 
to Ephesus where he found some disci-
ples. He said to them, “Did you receive 
the holy Spirit when you became believ-
ers?” They answered him, “We have nev-
er even heard that there is a holy Spirit.” 
He said, “How were you baptized?” They 
replied, “With the baptism of John.” Paul 
then said, “John baptized with a baptism 
of repentance, telling the people to be-
lieve in the one who was to come after 
him, that is, in Jesus.” When they heard 
this, they were baptized in the name of 
the Lord Jesus. And when Paul laid his 
hands on them, the holy Spirit came 



upon them, and they spoke in tongues 
and prophesied. Altogether there were 
about twelve men.

Second Reading (Epistle)
Heb 9: 11-15

A reading from the Letter 
to the Hebrews

Brethren, Christ came as high priest of 
the good things that have come to be, 
passing through the greater and more 
perfect tabernacle not made by hands, 
that is, not belonging to this creation, he 
entered once for all into the sanctuary, 
not with the blood of goats and calves 
but with his own blood, thus obtaining 
eternal redemption. For if the blood of 



goats and bulls and the sprinkling of a 
heifer’s ashes can sanctify those who are 
defiled so that their flesh is cleansed, 
how much more will the blood of Christ, 
who through the eternal spirit offered 
himself unblemished to God, cleanse our 
consciences from dead works to worship 
the living God.
For this reason he is mediator of a new 
covenant: since a death has taken place 
for deliverance from transgressions un-
der the first covenant, those who are 
called may receive the promised eternal 
inheritance.

Gospel
Jn 1: 29-34

A reading of the holy Gospel 
according to John

In that time. The next day John saw Jesus 
coming toward him and said, “Behold, 
the Lamb of God, who takes away the 
sin of the world. He is the one of whom 
I said, ‘A man is coming after me who 
ranks ahead of me because he existed 
before me.’ I did not know him, but the 
reason why I came baptizing with water 
was that he might be made known to 
Israel.”
John testified further, saying, “I saw the 
Spirit come down like a dove from the 
sky and remain upon him. I did not know 
him, but the one who sent me to baptize 
with water told me, ‘On whomever you 
see the Spirit come down and remain, he 



is the one who will baptize with the holy 
Spirit.’ Now I have seen and testified that 
he is the Son of God.”

THE LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST

In the Ambrosian Liturgy the Rite of peace comes before 
the offertory (presentation of the gifts), according to the 
teaching of Our Lord: «If you bring your gift to the altar, 
and there recall that your brother has anything against 
you, leave your gift there at the altar, go first and be rec-
onciled with your brother, and then come and offer your 
gift» (Matthew 5: 23-24). The Creed follows the offertory.

The Profession of Faith

I believe in one God, the Father almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, of all things 
visible and invisible.
I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the 
Only Begotten Son of God, born of the 
Father before all ages. God from God, 
Light from Light, true God from true God, 
begotten, not made, consubstantial with 
the Father; through him all things were 
made.
For us men and for our salvation he came 
down from heaven, and by the Holy Spir-
it was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and 
became man.



For our sake he was crucified under Pon-
tius Pilate, he suffered death and was 
buried, and rose again on the third day 
in accordance with the Scriptures.
He ascended into heaven and is seated 
at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the 
living and the dead and his kingdom will 
have no end.
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the 
giver of life, who proceeds from the Fa-
ther and the Son, who with the Father 
and the Son is adored and glorified, who 
has spoken through the prophets.
I believe in one, holy, catholic and apos-
tolic Church. I confess one Baptism for 
the forgiveness of sins and I look forward 
to the resurrection of the dead and the 
life of the world to come. Amen.
